One pulls
in fresh outdoor air while the other expels stale indoor air. A heat exchanger within the ERV
transfers both heat and moisture between the two air streams while also removing pollutants and
allergens. This pre-heated air requires your furnace to run less, increasing energy efficiency,
reducing utility costs and improving your home’s indoor air quality.
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
